BOSTON — The Lawrence Teachers’ Union 
said Gov. Maura Healey’s signing of a contro-
versial bill that restructures the city’s School 
Committee reverses voters’ rights in the city.

“Local elected officials are turning back the

HAVERHILL — Seven Haverhill residents 
are now one step closer to becoming the 
police and fire departments’ newest recruits.

On Wednesday, Gov. Maura Healey signed 
a series of bills known as home rule petitions 
waiving the maximum age requirements for 
the applicants, allowing them to take Civil 
Service exams.

There is a required age limit of 32 years 
old for both the Haverhill Police and Fire 
departments. The new recruits are all over 
that age and need the exemption provided 
by the legislation.

The applicants include Gustavo Romero, 
Brian Dacey, Dante Parella, and Jason Res-
tituyo, who are seeking positions with the 
police department. Christina Rodriguez, 
Michael Jarvis Jr., and Dave Michienzi will 
be taking exams to join the fire department.

City Councilor Ralph Basiliere, an advocate 
for such applicants, said there is a necessity 
for the age restriction to be bypassed due to 
a shortage of applicants in recent years.

“We really want to help those qualified 
individuals who are motivated to serve the 
city to step up and do so,” Basiliere said.

NEW ORLEANS — The man killed by 
New Orleans police after ramming a pickup 
truck into a crowd of New Year’s revelers 
had suspected bomb-making materials at 
his home and reserved the vehicle used 
in the deadly attack more than six weeks 
earlier, law enforcement officials told The 
Associated Press on Friday.

Federal authorities searching the home 
of Shamsud-Din Jabbar in Houston found 
a workbench in the garage and hazard-
ous materials believed to have been used 
to make explosive devices, according to 
law enforcement officials familiar with 
the search. The officials were not autho-
rized to speak about the ongoing inquiry 
and spoke to the AP on the condition of 
anonymity.
